Music is taught in class every week and is informed by the Charanga music curriculum (until October 2024) and Withers Music Curriculum (From November 2024). Lessons are a minimum of 40 minutes and are taught by class teachers or our HLTAs. This musical learning is further supplemented by weekly singing assemblies lasting 20 minutes.
Music is integrated across our curriculum and built into our day- class registers, tidying up time, whole school values songs, festivals etc.
Children are taught to use a range of tuned and un-tuned instruments. We also use our body as an instrument. Singing is a core part of our music teaching.

	Performances are built into our curriculum- class assemblies, Harvest Festival, Christmas production, Easter Fayre, end of summer leavers assemblies. 
Our school choir will begin from November 2024- staff and children are invited to attend. This is a free club. Performances will be held at the key festivals and assemblies over the year, as well as local performances in the community. 


Part C: Musical experiences
	We participate in the Big Sing each year where we put on a performance in a professional concert hall for a huge audience. This is in partnership with NMPAT.
We have a visiting theatre group each January. 
We visit our local care homes over the Christmas period to share Christmas songs, and are this year hoping to perform carols in our ton centre. 
We attend church services with our partner junior school, for Easter and Christmas. 
Performances are held at our Christmas and Summer Fayres.
