Whole school Olympics day - 

	All children in our school to benefit from the expertise of a trained sports coach. Rec – Year 2 for 60 minutes per week. Preschool for 30 minutes per week. A range of skills are learnt and children are taught how to apply these to different situations.



Teaching staff benefitted from being upskilled by teaching alongside the coach and gaining understanding of different sports etc. New skills are continually being learnt and staff are gaining a good knowledge of the PE curriculum and progression through the year groups.

Wide variety of before and after school clubs available to all children (Rec – Year 2).




Built momentum for the Paris 2024 Olympic Games. Gave all children the opportunity to learn what they are and why they happen. Linked the games and the athletes to our Learning Pirates. Fundraising event (sponsored bounce) raised money for FOSJ.
	As a school we know how important it is for children to be active for their mental health as well as their physical health. We are committed to meeting the Chief Medical Officer’s guidelines of 30 minutes per day. Our children’s weekly lessons with the sports coach contribute to those minutes.

Staff being upskilled by our trained sports coach is an effective way of sustaining high quality PE teaching in our school. Ideas are shared between staff in regular meetings and areas of good practice are discussed.


Children are given the opportunities to attend school-funded clubs before and after school. They are given the choice of numerous sports to choose from including dodgeball, football, gymnastics and multi-skills.


The whole school had a collapsed curriculum day to learn about the Paris 2024 Olympic Games. We held a mini-Olympics on the playground where children did shotput (throwing a ball), cycling (bikes), gymnastics (balance beam), long jump and high jump. They also took part in various running races to replicate the track and field events. Children found out what it takes to be an Olympic athlete and thought about whether they would want to do it.
