● Also at this time of year your child will need a warm coat, gloves, hat and scarf.  Please 

name all of these items and help your child learn to be independent in putting them on. 

● Water bottles will be sent home every Friday for washing, please ensure that they are 

returned every Monday filled with water so that your child has access to a drink 

throughout the day.  

● Please also keep an eye out on Class Dojo for other announcements that may arise and 

for further information about your child’s learning experiences; either what they have done 

in school or what they will be doing so you can talk to them about this at home.  There will 

be a weekly parent plan to let you know all that your child is learning.  

Starting school at the right time is so important as the children will be beginning their 

learning as soon as they arrive.  School starts at 8.45am.
