LANGUAGE OF TIME TO BE USED DAILY DURING CALENDER, TIMETABLING, REFLECTION AND REVIEWS (YESTERDAY, LAST WEEK, LAST YEAR, BEFORE AND TOMORROW, NEXT, FUTURE


Starting school – exploring what came before- what will come next.  (Timelines)- Who are we- meeting Paddington the bear? (Recalling knowledge from Pre-school/ building upon)
